Comments & observations from members of the public

The June meeting of Toft Parish Council records a CVC meeting in May. Representatives of
the Police and CCC attended regarding traffic management. Comberton Parish Council was
asked if it was invited to attend, which it were not and it was suggested that it should impress
on CVC that it is included in the meeting in September.
