Cllr Taylor writes “I have just spoken to Budgens HQ and expressed the point of 

parking and disregard for the law !-I have asked for a manager to call me to discuss the 

ongoing issues of their deliveries and hopefully be able to report at the meeting!” 

 

3.12 Permissive path – to consider response from MOD 

“Whilst I understand the Parish Council’s desire for greater access into the countryside 

and to link the two villages, I’m afraid it will not be possible to permit this path to be 

established across the Department’s land. The land in question is within the live firing 

danger area for the Barton Road Range, which is used on a daily basis and has a 

continuing Defence use as a training facility. A footpath allowing uncontrolled access 

through the firing area would pose a great risk to members of the public using the path 



and would result in the range becoming inoperable and the loss of a key training 

facility. The continued use as a range would simply not be compatible with public 

access. I trust this response makes clear the Department’s position.”

 A resident has written explaining their difficulty using the cyclepath to get to and from 

Barton in ther electric wheelchair (buggy). On the l;ast three journeys they have tipped 

out into the road as where the dropped kerb is the camber is very high on one side 

which tips the buggy over. 

The resident’s letter has been forwarded to Cllr Lina Joseph for her support and for her 

to take up with the County Council Highways Department.  

6.3    Resident – mobile breast screening unit and Comberton Village College 

“Further to my comments in relation to the mobile breast unit no longer visiting CVC at 

the last planning meeting. I have spoken to Cambridge Breast Unit today and they 

confirm that they have not visited this year or last due to denial of access by CVC. 

They have also been declined access to village colleges in Cottenham and Sawston. The 

nearest unit is now Trumpington Park and Ride which is not easily accessed by public 

transport. 

I am outraged by this withdrawal of a local service very important to women especially 

as it has happened without any consultation or attempt to find an alternative venue 

locally. 

In view of the promise that no parking would be allowed for 6th form students given 

before planning permission was granted to CVC for the 6th form what action can be 

taken to put pressure on CVC to reinstate this service? Their actions show disrespect for 

local residents.”

6.5 Comberton United – request full use of pavilion office to temporarily accommodate 

match officials 

Andy Marsh writes “As you may or may not be aware Comberton United first team 

gained promotion to the Kershaw Premier for next season. This means that the club are 

now obliged to meet the ground grading requirements (as set out in the copy sent to you 

previously) One of the areas the pavilion currently does not comply is the match 

officials changing room, which has to be 8m2.  

With this in mind we were looking into the possibility of clearing out the 'parish clerks 

office' at the pavilion. Our concern being that there are items such as records/ papers etc 

that belong to the PC, along with a locked tall cupboard and desk. This could then be 

used to temporarily accommodate the match officials until the time IF and When 

pavilion is rebuilt”
